 Tuberculosis is caused by a bacteria called Mycobacterium tubercuiosis.

 Transmission requires prolonged, close contact with an individual who is
actively infected with TB in the lungs

 Most people who become infected never develop active disease but ha
“latent infection” that could become active if not treated.

How to Prevent Spread:

 Consultwith local public health unit about clints receiving care at home and
the precautions needed.

© When Additional Precautions are needed, wear a fittested, seal-checked
N95 respirator to enter the client environment, in addition to Routine Pr

* Suggest the client wear a procedure mask while they are infectious

« Encourage the client to contain respiratory secretions by covering their mouth
or nose during coughing or sneezing

« Use Routine Practices for care, including following the 4 Moments for Hand
Hygiene and cleaning equipment according to manufacturer's instructio
between uses on clients.
