Completion of the full immunization competency process will allow immunizers to provide routine vaccines (including influenza, pneumococcal, and shingles vaccines) along with COVID-19 vaccines during clinics.

	· If you have completed pelvic exam education (which must have both a theory and hands-on practicum component), are current in your practice, and have reviewed and understand the guidelines and competencies, then you can apply for the BC Cancer Agency MSP number for completing and summiting PAPs. Note that the information contained in these documents is how your practice is evaluated if there were ever a question regarding competence. To apply for your provider # with BC Cancer Agency go to this link.
· If you are interested in taking a Pelvic Exam course, BCIT offers NSPN 7710 – it runs over 2 weeks and ends with a one-day in-person session in Vancouver. 

	Remote Certified Practice

	There are THREE education components to becoming Remote Certified in BC:
1. UNBC NURS 458-6 – Remote Nursing Certified Practice
2. BCIT NSPN 7720 – Contraceptive Management
3. BCIT STI course Theory NSPN 7735 and Practicum NSPN 7736
Once ALL three courses are completed, the nurse can send proof of completion to the BCCNM who will then grant the Remote Certified Practice Designation and the nurse can practice to that scope.

	Challenging Remote Certified Practice Exams 
Requirement: previous experience in the areas of Remote Practice, Contraceptive Management and STI Management in a Canadian jurisdiction other than BC. Challenges are usually run once/year. To be able to apply for these, the nurse must have their employer complete Forms 71.1, 71.2 and 71.3 and the employer returns forms to the BCCNM.
Students must have BCCNM approval prior to applying to UNBC/BCIT in order to complete the Challenge Exams.

Appendix A 


Quality Control 


 Quality control is done to ensure that all of the steps in the testing process are functioning optimally, 


confirming that the reported results are reliable.  


 If all systems are working optimally, results will be reproducible and accurate. Conversely, if the process is 


faulty, such as deterioration of reagents due to improper storage and handling, results may vary from 


expected. 


 Quality control specimens are treated and handled the same as patient specimens and as potentially infectious. 


 If the QC results fail, patient results cannot be reported until an investigation is completed or the initial root 


cause is discovered, followed by corrective action and repeat testing. 


 All corrective actions must be documented.  


 It is important to note that not all sources of error will be identified by quality control. Some studies indicate 


that as many as 70% of laboratory errors occur before testing begins and may include clerical errors, sample 


mix-ups and unlabeled specimens. 


Key Operator Certification 


 Assay one positive and one negative AccuPlex™ SARS-CoV-2 quality control before testing any clinical 
samples.  See https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=nOY_y46KMl4&feature=youtu.be Xpert® Xpress SARS-CoV-2 
Assay and GeneXpert® System, Training for Northern, Remote and Isolated (NRI) Communities. 


 Store cartridges upright between 2 and 28oC up to the expiry date on the package.  


 Bring cartridges and quality control reference material stored at 4oC to room temperature before running the 
assay (allow 30 minutes to equilibrate to room temperature). 


 Do not use a cartridge that has been damaged or leaking, or has been or dropped or shaken (as evidenced by 
crystallization on lid). 


 Do not touch the reaction tube. Always handle the cartridge by its body. 


 View results and generate a report. Each operator requires their own login credentials such that their name is 
shown as the User on the Test Report. When creating user accounts Xpert® Xpress SARS-CoV-2 Assay and 
GeneXpert® System, Training for Northern, Remote and Isolated (NRI) Communities (slide 15 of training 
module), it is important to select User Type as Detail for test operators and Admin for the person in 
charge/superuser. Do not delete the admin1 account, save it in case you forget login information. The patient 
ID Test Report entered should reflect the information written on the specimen tube. For example “AccuPlex Pos 
Control”. The header should reflect the name of your clinic. This information can be added by someone with an 
Admin-type account. Include the credentials of the operator performing the test, e.g., RN, MLT, etc. 


 If both QC tests come up with the expected result, you have completed the key operator certification process. 


  If both QC tests come up with the expected result, you have successfully completed the Key Operator 
Certification.  


 If one or both of the tests returns an incorrect result, corrective action will need to be taken to determine the 
root cause of the failure and repeat testing will be required to meet certification requirements.
